They were given the task of bringing daylighting
to the lower level of a two story townhouse. The area in 
question was an open plan kitchen/dining area that was 
receiving minimal natural light via two glass doors on a  
western elevation.

Objective
The client was keen to add more natural light into the main  
living areas of the residence, adding functionality whilst 
improving the aesthetics and adding value to the home.

	 was also installed

Solution
Solatube Daylighting Systems are extremely versatile,  
allowing the product to be installed anywhere the homeowner 
needs extra light. Such was the case here. The tubing was 
brought down to the lower level via the main upstairs  
bedroom. To keep the bedroom looking attractive, upon 
completion, the tubing was boxed to become a feature wall. 
Total tube length was 3.5 metres.
